He 

recounts; "the Passover liturgy was unchanged for centuries. The Romans can take our land, but the 

Passover stood, they could never shake our orthodoxy." The change came from where it was least 

expected and the disciples were shaken. Change. 

  

There are good purposes behind each one of these recent changes to the Walk to Emmaus. The 

Aldersgate Board is working to communicate the purposes and objectives behind each one of these so 

that everyone will understand, even if we can not all agree or appreciate how things are now different 

from when we each went on our Walk. Look for information in our newsletter and the website

Changes such as these provide us with the opportunity to learn and demonstrate obedience to authority. 

Paul teaches; "Everyone must submit to the governing authority, for there is no authority except that 

which God has established. He who rebels against authority... (Romans 13:1)." Jesus was obedient to 

his parents (Luke 2:51). Jesus taught obedience as a means to demonstrate oneness with him and the 

Father. The Aldersgate Board is working to be obedient to the Upper Room; the authority for all 

matters with regard to the Walk to Emmaus. Please be one with us in obedience in all that is new in the 

Walk to Emmaus. Let our focus be on serving the new Pilgrim's in the best possible spirit of oneness 

and cooperation that we ask of them on Thursday night.
