Greg Engroff, UR Emmaus International Lay Director, advises that we should not
prevent a married candidate from making the Walk if their spouse does not elect to
attend.

However, the following procedure should be followed: The sponsor should speak to
both spouses to (1) extended the invitation to both partners to attend, (2) explained the
Walk to Emmaus to both partners, (3) identified that transformational changes may
result, and (4) on-going participation is to be expected (reunion groups, gatherings, etc).

If the sponsor has taken this action they should include a note with the application
stating that they have covered these matters with both spouses and only one is
committing to attend at this time. If this is done the registrar should place the candidate
on the next available weekend.

If the registrar receives such an application without the sponsor's declaration, the
registrar will call the sponsor and ask if they have had this conversation with the couple
and discussed all the aspects listed above. If they say they have, the registrar will
proceed as normal to place the candidate on the next available Walk.

If the declaration is not received, the registrar will hold the application. Once the
sponsor has had this discussion with the couple, they are to call or e-mail the registrar
stating that the discussion has taken place and they desire us to place the candidate on
the next available Walk or that we should discard the application and return any funds
submitted because the non-attending spouse is not supportive of the candidate making
the Walk.

We hope that this procedure will give folks an opportunity to attend the WTE that
would have otherwise been denied.

1st and 2nd team assignments can be interchangeable, if need be, to have a balance of experienced
and new workers for the outside. But the above order is preferable.

THIRD TEAM

If exceptional, serve as Table Leader w/Primary talk as needed or

Serve again as Assistant Table Leader w/backup talk.

Served as angel 4 times. Including Head Kitchen Angel at least once, plus at least one of Chapel
Angel, Aape Angel or Trailer Angel.

BOARD REP

Must have:

Served on at least 4 teams - any combination of inside or outside. Have a thorough understanding of the
model and be prepared to enforce it as per the Upper Room and Aldersgate guidelines.

AThe Glenxdr ati on: wiEch elabaates an hhesg tenosteps in sponsoring a
prospective pilgrim:

1. Pray for the persondés openness to Godos
to go on a Walk.

2. Make an appointment with the person or couple for the purpose of discussing
participation in Emmaus.

3. Extend an invitation. Invite the prospective pilgrim to attend for the sake of a more vital
relationship with Jesus Christ, not just an event to go to. Share you faith; explain the
basic elements of the Walk, its purpose, and follow-up dimensions that help us live in
grace for the rest of our lives. Take the attitude that you are giving the person a wonderful
gift rather than that he or she needs to go.

4. Ask the person to make a commitment by filling out the registration form. If the person is
married, speak with both partners and encourage an equal commitment by both. (See
page 5 of this newsletter).

5. Continue to pray for your prospective pilgrim, prepare agape letters, and enlist the
support of their pastor. Collect eight to twelve personal agape letters. Do not ask the team
to deliver personal gifts during the three days.

6. Support the Walk through your prayers during the 72-Hour Prayer Vigil and your

family by house-sitting, baby-sitting, watering plants, picking up mail, feeding pets, or
just checking in with a spouse to see if any help is needed.

7. Encourage the pilgrim in his or her Fourth Day involvement. Give your friend an
opportunity to talk through and appropriate the experience. Help the pilgrim find a group,
or be prepared to start a group with him or her for a period of time until others join the
group. Take the pilgrim to Gatherings as your guest for a couple of months.

8. Help the pilgrim reenter his or her church and consider ways to act out new commitment
and enthusiasm.

9. Inform the pilgrim of ways to serve the Emmaus community and future Walks.
10. Help the pilgrim sponsor others.
